 Canoeing Ireland Contract
 Entourage/Athlete Agreement:
Canoeing plays an important role in promoting the physical, social and emotional development of Adults and children. It is therefore essential for athletes, parents, coaches and officials to encourage athletes to embrace the values of good sportsmanship. Moreover, adults involved in youth sports events should be models of good sportsmanship and should lead by example by demonstrating fairness, respect and self-control. 

I therefore pledge to be responsible for my words and actions while traveling with the Irish National team as a member of that team as an official, athlete, coach or referee and shall conform my behaviour to the following code of conduct: 

1. I will not engage in unsportsmanlike conduct with any coach, parent, athlete, participant, official or any other attendee. 

2. I will not encourage my fellow athletes, officials or coaches, or any other person that is part of the entourage, to engage in unsportsmanlike conduct with any coach, parent, athlete, participant, official or any other attendee. 

3. I will not engage in any behaviour which would endanger the health, safety or wellbeing of any coach, parent, athlete, participant, official or any other attendee. 

4. I will treat my fellow CI members and all participations at the competition, with dignity, respect and understanding. 

5. I will not encourage any other person, to engage in any behaviour which would endanger the health, safety or wellbeing of any coach, parent, athlete, participant, official or any other attendee. 

6. I will not use drugs or alcohol while part of the team during the event competition and will not attend, coach, officiate or participate as part of the team while under the influence of drugs or Alcohol.
7. I will not encourage any other person, to use drugs or alcohol at as National Team Member during the event competition and will not permit or encourage any other person, to attend, coach, officiate or participate in as National Team Member event while under the influence of drugs or alcohol. 

8. I will not engage in the use of profanity. 

9. I will not encourage my fellow members of entourage, or any other person, to engage in the use of profanity. 

10. I will treat any coach, parent, athlete, participant, official or any other attendee with respect regardless of race, creed, colour, national origin, sex, sexual orientation or ability. 

11. I will encourage my fellow members to treat any coach, parent, athlete, participant, official or any other attendee with respect regardless of race, creed, colour, national origin, sex, sexual orientation or ability. 

12. I will not engage in verbal or physical threats or abuse aimed at any coach, parent, Athlete, participant, official or any other attendee. 

13. I will not initiate a fight or scuffle with any coach, parent, athlete, participant, official or any other attendee. 

14. I will not encourage any other person, to initiate a fight or scuffle with any coach, parent, athlete, participant, official or any other attendee. 

I hereby agree that if I fail to conform my conduct to the foregoing while attending, coaching, officiating or participating as National Team Member. 
I have agreed to the code of conduct as laid out below: 
I acknowledge that I will be subject to disciplinary action as set out in the Canoeing Ireland for bringing Canoeing in to disrepute if I breach any of the agreements above.

CI Athlete Code of Conduct 

1. I will act with dignity, integrity and respect at all time with my fellow team mates, officials, competitors and entourage. 

2. Respect the ‘Sport of Canoeing’ and play within the rules of the Sport. 

3. Accept the referee’s decision and let your coach ask any relevant questions. 

4. Compete with control. Do not lose your temper. 

5. Always do your best and be committed to the Sport, your team and your club. 

6. Be a ‘good sport’. Applaud all good play. 
7. Respect your opponent. Treat all athletes as I would like to be treated. You will not ‘bully’ or take advantage of any athlete, official, coach or referee. 

8. Canoeing is a team and individual sport and you will co-operate with your coach; team mates and members of your club. 

9. Remember that the goals of the Sport are to have perform, improve and challenge your skills/self and feel good. 

10. Always remember that you owe a duty of care to your opponents. Compete hard but fairly. 

11. Winning and losing is part of sport: you should win with humility or lose with dignity. 

12. As part of the team you will attend training regularly and listen to your coach and help your team. 

13. As a team and individual sport you understand that all members are important to the team! 

14. I will be a registered member of Canoeing Ireland when competing for my country.

CI Code of Conduct for Referees

1. Respect the rights, dignity and worth of every athlete and treat everyone equally, regardless of gender, disability, ethnic origin, religion, etc. 

2. All referees must be a registered member of their National Governing body. 

3. Act as a role model and promote the positive aspects of Canoeing and maintain the highest standards of personal conduct. 

4. Be responsible for monitoring the boundaries between a working relationship and friendship with athletes. 

5. Avoid being alone with underage persons. 

6. Never deal with injuries unless qualified to do so. 

7. Encourage coaches/parents to act responsibly and to be responsible for the behaviour and performance of athletes. 

8. Ensure that safety is paramount in all instances of competition. 

9. Apply the rules of the race, fairly, equally, impartially and transparently. Follow agreed protocols. 

10. Be punctual, prepared and well presented. 

11. Ensure athletes and officials comply with the rules of the sport. 

12. Never criticise individual officials, athletes and or coaches or parents. 

13. Adhere to all rules and procedures as defined in the competition and always act in the best interest of the athletes and the sport.

CI Code of Conduct for Coaches/Officials 

1. Remember that as a coach/official of a team’ you are acting at all times in the best interest of the Athletes and that you have a duty of care to all your athletes and officials. 

2. Lead by example - young people need a coach/official they can respect as a Role Model. 

3. Be constructive with feedback, challenge appropriately. 

4. Teach your Athletes that the Laws of the Sport and WAKO/CI are mutual agreements which 

5. No one should evade or break. 

6. Ensure that you are appropriately qualified by gaining the relevant coaching or accreditation for your particular level. 

7. Be reasonable in your demands on the Athletes’ time, energy and enthusiasm. 

8. Encourage respect for all participants – team mates and opponents, as well as match officials. 

9. Create a safe and enjoyable environment in which to train, compete and play. 

10. Always follow professional medical advice in determining when an injured athlete is ready to compete again. 

11. Develop best practice policies for your club / team to agree procedures regarding discipline, injury Prevention & treatment in line with CI-IMAC-WAKO policy. 

12. Be responsible and ensure you uphold the ethos of the Sport and CI/IMAC/WAKO. 

13. It is important for coaches and officials ensure that their interactions and communications with young members (Under 18years) in real life and via social media reflects their role and position of responsibility for that young person. Coach’s officials should only use electronic GROUP based communications to share sport/team/activity/club-related information with young members and avoid direct personal messaging.
